Day 1: Addis Ababa

Upon your arrival at Bole International Airport
in Addis Ababa, a warm welcome awaits you by
a representative from Campofrio Safaris. Your

Day 7: Arba Minch

Depart Turmi for Arba Minch, with enriching
stops at Key Afar and Konso along the way,
offering opportunities to explore local markets
and cultural sites. Spend the night at a hotel in
Arba Minch.

Day 8: Arba Minch

Commence your day with a morning departure
from Arba Minch for a scenic full-day drive back
to Addis Ababa. Optionally, you may visit the
local fish market on the shores of Lake Awassa.
